Indycats Contract

Joan Lanum , owner, stipulates that the Maine Coon cat/kitten is a pedigreed animal whose parents are registered in Cat Fanciers Association. Joan Lanum guarantees that the cat/kitten has been immunized, is Feline Leukemia negative, and free from parasitic infestation.  Joan Lanum further guarantees that the parents of the cat/kitten are free from genetic disorders of Cardiomyopathy and Hip Dysplasia. The Maine Coon should be examined by the buyer’s veterinarian no later than three days from taking possession of the cat.  Costs for this examination are the responsibility of the purchaser.  Should the veterinarian determine that the kitten is in any way unacceptable or ill, purchaser should contact Joan Lanum immediately and inform her of the results of the examination.  Should return of the kitten be deemed necessary, Joan Lanum will refund the entire purchase cost of the kitten.  

It is understood that this Maine Coon cat/kitten is being sold as a “pet” and must therefore by spayed or neutered.  It is also understood that Joan Lanum will not guarantee the health of any kitten should it be spayed or neutered before the age of 7 months. Joan Lanum also requests that the cat NOT be declawed and that appropriate claw trees and toys be provided as well as regular nail clipping.  The cat/kitten should be provided with its own litter box and in multiple cat homes, a litter box for each cat should be available.

The immune system of a feline is very fragile.  Cats in the wild are often carriers of Feline Infectious Peritonitis, Feline AIDS, Feline Leukemia, and other corona virus related disorders.  Corona virus is present in the majority of catteries and multiple cat households.  When the immune system of the cat is compromised by exposure to other sick cats (veterinary hospitals), repeated or unnecessary immunizations, or ongoing environmental stresses, corona virus may mutate into lethal forms of FIP or autoimmune disorders.  It is therefore important for the purchaser to speak with her/his veterinarian about proper care of the immune system through diet and supplementary vitamin/mineral products.  If the purchaser is concerned about the level of corona virus immunity this cat is carrying, a titer can be performed after the age of 4 months.  Cost for this titer is the responsibility of the purchaser.  Should the titer of the kitten indicate the presence of FIP, Joan Lanum will refund the purchase price of the kitten upon receipt of titer results and return of the kitten. This guarantee will not be honored after the age of 6 months and under no circumstances honored if the kitten undergoes any procedure requiring anesthesia before the age of 7 months, is vaccinated concurrently with a procedure requiring anesthesia, or immunized for feline leukemia.  

The purchaser agrees that this Maine Coon is to be an indoor cat (never outdoors without direct supervision nor exposed to outdoor cats), to be immunized no more than every three years as recommended by the most recent veterinary protocols, never to be immunized for feline leukemia, and to have its teeth checked annually.  It is further suggested that where the service of a veterinarian practicing holistic medicine is available, the purchaser speak with this veterinarian regarding his/her recommendations for kitten/cat care and the proper use of titers and interpretation of their results.

Purchaser agrees to keep Joan Lanum informed of cat/kitten’s health and development. The cat is guaranteed free of any genetic disorders for a period of 2 years. Within this period of time, should a veterinary examination determine the cat is suffering from a genetic abnormality, Joan Lanum will provide a cat/kitten replacement at the earliest possible date.  All veterinary expenses are to be borne by the purchaser unless agreed to by Joan Lanum prior to any veterinary procedure. No refund of purchase price will be made unless the kitten/cat be deemed by a veterinarian to be unhealthy within three days of purchase or the cat/kitten produces an FIP positive titer within one month of purchase.
